Gentrification (the Case Turn) and Russian Oil (the Disadvantage)

Below are outlines of the evidence you read in your 1NC.  Each “card” (a piece of evidence in debate) of the 1NC is explained so that you can “extend” (use or reference again in another speech) them to make arguments in your other speeches.  If you ever get lost and aren’t sure what to talk about in a speech, you can always look at this list and explain the argument that the author is making.  Use your own words, personal stories, and things you’ve learned this week at camp to describe these points even further!
Gentrification – Case Turn:

1. SPENCER 2004 – When the affirmative team does the plan and cleans up the brownfields, “gentrification” (when rich white people move back into the cities because the cities are cleaned up and prettier) happens.  Because upper class white people move back into the cities, rent in the city increases and the people who live there can’t afford their houses anymore
2. MOORE 2006 – The gentrification and high rent prices actually increase racism, because now the people of color have to move out to other cities that still have a lot of brownfields and pollution, as well as low tax revenue and fewer jobs.
3. SYKORA 2008 – When gentrification happens, white people get to be better educated and feel better than the people of color in the neighborhoods they move to, which makes racism even worse.

Russia – Disadvantage (aka the Disad)
1. AGENCE FRANCE PRESSE 2008 – This is the “uniqueness” that says that oil prices are high right now.  You will need to convince the judge that this is true if you want to be able to argue later that the affirmative’s plan will lead to a big decrease in oil prices and revenue for Russia.
2. LONGMUIR 2007 -  When people build alternative energy sources like brightfields, it means that people need less oil from other countries that have oil (like the Middle East and Russia) because they have found other ways to make energy.

3. MITYAYEV 2008 – If people stop needing oil, Russia will start to lose money.  This ends up crashing (really hurting) Russia’s economy.
4. THOMPSON 1999 – Russia is very close to a civil war (a war within their own country).  If Russia’s economy gets hurt, it will push them into this civil war.  Because Russia is a country that has nuclear weapons, any war in Russia could end up with someone using nuclear weapons.  This means a nuclear war would happen (which sucks pretty badly).
